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Statical analysis

The continuous variables were expressed as mean+SD, and
were compared with the Mann-Whitney U test. And the categorical
variables were presented as percentage and analyzed by Wilcoxon
test between severe and common cases. All statistical analysis were
performed with SPSS software version 22.0, and P value less than
0.05 was considered statistically significant.
